TAX  
ABATEMENT 
 PROGRAM 

 
   The City of 
Cherokee has available a 5-year, resi-
dential tax abatement program for 
new construction.  The first $75,000 
of new taxable value is abated over a 
sliding scale as listed below: 
 
   1st year  100 % abatement 
   2nd year   90 % abatement 
   3rd year   80 % abatement 
   4th year   70 % abatement 
   5th year   60 % abatement 
 
 

2009 FEDERAL STIMULUS 
TAX CREDIT 

   If you are a first-time homebuyer, or 
have not owned a home in the previ-
ous three tax years, you may qualify a 
tax credit of up to $8,000!  The stimu-
lus credit is only available for homes 
purchased and/or built between Janu-
ary 1, 2009, and December 1, 2009.  
For new construction, the date of first 
occupancy must be between these 
two dates.  The credit does not have 
to be paid back, unless the home is 
sold within three years. 
   If you are considering building a 
home, now is the time!  This tax 
credit is scheduled to expire on 
December 1, 2009, so act soon!
